history.

4. Articulate an understanding of leadership qualities and characteristics evidenced in
significant Baptist leaders of the past and relate their applicability to one’s own potential
in the present.

6. Reflect familiarity with a variety of historical Baptist resources, and demonstrate the
ability (where applicable) to utilize these in his or her own ministry.
